Day 2

Grand Egyptian Museum:

where you will have a preview of the main galleries, the Grand Hall, the staircase, and beyond, before

the full opening of the Grand Egyptian Museum. At the end, you'll return to your hotel for the night.

Travel to Luxor + Explore Luxor attractions

Take your Luxor trip in the early morning after breakfast and checking out of your hotel. Once you

have checked in at your hotel, you can enjoy the rest of your day looking into the treasures of ancient

Valley of the Kings:

Descend into the tombs of pharaohs like Tutankhamun and Ramses II, the Valley of the Kings adorned

with vivid hieroglyphs.

Hatshepsut Temple:

Visit the terraced mortuary temple of Egypt’s female pharaoh Hatshepsut Temple, nestled against the

cliffs of Deir el-Bahari.

Colossi of Memnon:

See the towering statues of Amenhotep III, the Colossi of Memnon standing guard for over 3,000

years.

You may also attend the magical Sound & Light show at Karnak Temple in the evening.

Visit Luxor temples + return back to Cairo

Have your breakfast, and then take off to go see two of Egypt's most popular temples,

Karnak Temple:

Wander through this vast complex dedicated to the god Amun-Ra. Marvel at Karnak Temple's

Hypostyle Hall, a forest of 134 towering columns, and the sacred lake.

Luxor Temple:

Admire this stunning temple built by Amenhotep III and Ramses II, Luxor Temple, featuring grand

colonnades and the Avenue of Sphinxes.
