Also, Amenhotep 111's two enormous statues, known as the Colossi of Memnon, were initially
positioned in front of his mortuary temple.

Edfu temple:

With its well-preserved state, the temple displays intricate battle
representations of Horus battling his enemies while maintaining a magnificent example of Ptolemaic
architectural design.

Aswan high dam :
